

January 7, 2019
A special meeting of the Sidney Public Schools Board of Trustees was held at 6:30 PM, Monday, January 7, 2019 at the Administration Office 101 South Central on posted notice by the Clerk as called by the Board Chair, for the purpose of a student hearing.  Board members present were:  Dennis Lorenz, Ben Thogersen, David Seitz, Randy Iversen and Kelly Dey. Absent was Trustee Craig Steinbeisser.  Also in attendance Superintendent- Monte Silk, High School Principal- Brent Sukut, Assistant High School Principal- Carl Dynneson, Sped Director- Michelle Monsen and High School Special Ed Teacher- London Gordon and Clerk Beyer.  
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Thogersen at 6:30 PM.  
At 6:30 PM Chairman Steinbeisser announced that the next matter to come before the Board was a personal matter and that he had determined as follows:  1) that the matter of the individual’s privacy is involved; 2) that such privacy demands protection of the individual for the sake of reputation, and otherwise, little, if anything, could be gained by publicly disclosing the information to be discussed; and 3) that the demand for privacy in this matter clearly exceeds the merits of public disclosure.  Therefore, he called for an executive session for the purpose of a student educational plan.
At 6:55 PM Chairman Thogersen reconvened the meeting.  Ms. Dey moved to expel Student A for the remainder of the 2018-19 school year.   Mr. Iversen seconded the motion which passed 5 to 0.  Ms. Dey then moved to approve the executive session minutes as read during session.  Mr. Iversen seconded the motion which passed 5 to 0.
With no further business to come before the Trustees, the meeting was adjourned at 6:58 PM.  The evening continued with the monthly committee meetings- agendas attached.
