Objective One: The effect of weather on a region

Geography: 

-3 regions: Northern Mountains, Indo-Gangetic Plains, Deccan

-Mountains: Himalayas, Karakoram, Hindu Kush- Khyber Pass


       Vindhya range, Western and Eastern Ghats 

-Cities: Mohenjo-Daro and Harappa

-Rivers: Indus, Ganges

-Phenomena: monsoons, high temperatures

Objective Two: The influence of people and religion

People:

-Harappan civilization: Farmers, traders, merchants (Tigris-Euphrates); surplus for 35,000


Language: pictographs, seals, signatures, undecipherable 


Religion; sacred trees, no temples, great god

-Indo- Aryans: came from Black Sea, thru Khyber pass


Herders, nomads, warriors

empire- city-states with raja (3 roles) and royal council


Language: Sankrit, from Vedas


Religion: no temples, shrines, forces of nature to “That One”

Brahmins

-Women: subordinate, but revered; polygyny, suttee, importance of marriage as institution

Religion: 

-Vedas: Vedic Age- Vedanta


Upanishads, epics: Mahabharata (Bhagavad Gita) and Ramanyana

-Hinduism: monism (Brahma and Atman), maya, reincarnation, dharma and karma, yoga


Brahma the Creator, Vishnu the Preserver, Siva the Destroyer

-Buddhism: Siddhartha Gautama and the Great Renunciation

two branches: Theravada and Mahayana

-art and architecture: murals and staues, stupa
